What'sin ThisManual

Thismanua describes the operating features of the RL5000-seriesATM family. The setup
and operating proceduresgivenin thismanual are generally applicableto any RL5000-series
ATM. If your ATM does not have the ability to perform some of the features described in
thismanual, it is because your processor does not support the feature or the dispenser was
purchased without that particular option.

The RL5000 family consists of anumber of ATM models. The primary difference between
thevariousmodelsisin thetype of dispensing mechanisminstalled.

The VSAT connection type is used with ATMs that support satellite-based communica
tions. VSAT supports a wide range of communications protocols.
RadioPad
Thisisawireless communications method used primarily in countries where an infrastruc-
ture of wired telephone serviceis not used or isunavailable, and functions as the equivalent
of adia-up telephone system.

DATAPAK
The DATAPAK protocol enables the ATM to interface with designated DATAPAK inter-
mediaries (in the Canadian market region), who in turn provide connectivity to the appropri-
ate transaction processor. DATAPAK connectivity is typically faster and more cost-effec-
tive than a direct dial-up connection between the ATM and the transaction processor.

NOTE: Thisfeatureisonly availablefor usein the Canadian market.

TCP/IP(Ethernet)
Thismethod isused in applicationswhere acentral Local AreaNetwork, or LAN, isusedto
connect multiple ATMs to a central server. Each ATM s treated as a client node on the

network, while the server provides the interface to a transaction processing system.
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Close Management

A suite of close functions are provided to facilitate daily balancing of the ATM’s internal
record of transaction activity with the processor’s transaction records.

Day Close
The Day Closeisnormally completed asthefina step in the daily balancing process, andis
used to clear the totals and switch to the next business day. This function prints a report
summarizing al of the activity recorded by the ATM since the last Day Close was com-

pleted.

Cassette Close
The Cassette Close option is used to perform cassette-specific close operations. This func-
tion provides asummary of activity on a selected cassette since the last Cassette Close was
performed.

M essages

These are informational messages that give important information to the customer
before, during, and after atransaction. Messages can belocally customized to meet local
requirements. They include greeting and exit messages, terminal owner and surcharge

owner identification, marketing messages, and newstickers.
Transaction and Account TypeConfiguration

This feature enables the terminal operator to select the types of transactions (transfers or
balance inquiries) or accounts (e.g. savings or credit card) that will be presented to the
customer. Thisfeature does not affect the avail ability of checking account withdrawal trans-
actions, which are always presented.

Electronic Journal

TheATM stores transaction records, status and other activity datain ajournal record that is
maintained in the ATM’s processor module. The information in the electronic journd is
maintained in asafe and secure environment and can store up to 32, 768 records.

Thisinformation can beretrieved at alater date. When needed, just theinformation desired
can berecalled and aprintout of those records can be made. Typically, thejournal should be
printed out whenever aDay Close is completed, although thisis not a requirement.
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Normally, journal datais printed by the unit's receipt printer, but with the optional Triton
Connect software package the information can be sent to a remote PC for storage and
subsequent analysis.

Journal data can also be locally archived using the ATM’sinternal memory. Even after old
journal records have been printed to the receipt printer, uploaded to Triton Connect, or
locdlly archived, they can till be read and printed again. Old records are retained in the
electronicjourna until the maximum storage limit of thejournal hasbeen met a whichtime
thejournal must be printed or cleared.

Multi-L anguage Support

The ATM has a screen language option. This option alows the terminal user to select a
preferred language (such as Spanish or French) to conduct atransaction.

PrizeCoupons

The ATM may be configured to award “ prize coupons’ to customers on arandom chance or
awithdrawal amount-determined basis. Couponsare alwaysavailablein theform of printed
messages presented to the customer on a separate receipt and as dispensed coupons, if
supported by theinstalled dispensing mechanism (typically amulti-cassette equipped mecha-
nism).

There are two methods of awarding coupons. Random or Level.

Random
This method awards coupons randomly within a specified percentage range, such as 5% of
transactions.
Levd

This approach awards a coupon to each customer that withdraws an amount equal to or
greater than aspecific dollar value.

M enu-Based Operation

The terminal operates as a menu driven system. Messages and menu options pre-
sented onthe LCD display screen guidethe user’sactions. Thedesired menu option
is selected by pressing one of the screen keys located to the left and right of the
display. For the purpose of security, many screenstimeout after a preset timeinter-
val, usually 30 seconds. The timeout length may vary depending on the function
being performed.

When a screen timeout occurs, a screen is presented which asks the user if more
time is needed. If the user chooses NO, the Customer Welcome screen will be
presented. If Y ESischosen, theuser isreturned to the function that was active prior
to thetimeouit. If the user does not make aselection within an additional 30-second
countdown period the terminal will automatically go to the Customer Welcome
screen.

Shortly after the unit isturned on, the top menu will be displayed. An example top
menu isshown in Figure 2-5. From the top menu, you can either:

1) Activatetheterminal to perform customer transactionsby pressing thekey next
to Customer Transaction.

Customer Transactions

A customer begins a transaction by sdlecting a service from the Customer screen
options ( PaySpot™, CashWorks™, Western Union® or ATM- Get Cash Now).
They insert their ATM card into the card reader of theterminal. The card must be
inserted so that the magnetic stripe can be scanned by the card reader’s sensor. I
the customer inserts the card incorrectly, a warning message will be displayed,
accompanied by several beeps to get their attention.

If there is a problem reading a card, make sure the customer is inserting the card
correctly. Most problems are the result of inserting the card incorrectly.

Oncethe card hasbeen read in successfully, asurcharge message, if applicable, may
be displayed (the surcharge message may be displayed at the end of the customer’s
transaction selection). The customer must then enter his secret Personal Identifica-
tion Number, or PIN code. Oncethe PIN has been entered, the transaction type and
account are selected, and the desired amount of the transaction, if needed. The
transaction will be processed, typically in a matter of seconds.

If the transaction was processed successfully, the customer is prompted to retrieve
the requested cash (for withdrawal transactions) and/or the applicable transaction
receipt, as needed. If the transaction was declined, a short receipt indicating the
problemisprinted.

Transactions parameters fall into this category.

Important

records are accurately annotated with the correct date and time. Status Monitor-

ing, Close, and Date/Time parameters are included in this category.
User -Defined

These parameters are configured at your discretion, and are used to customize
the appearance and functionality of the ATM to meet the unique language
needs of your intended customers, adjust user interface appearance, satisfy
advertising or promotional requirements, or meet other locale-specific require-
ments. The management of optional featuresisalso included in thisarea. Lan-
guages, Receipts, Coupons, Messages, Ad /Graphics, and More Options pa-
rametersfall into thiscategory.

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Introduction

The purpose of thissection of themanual is
to describethe proceduresfor: (1) removing
and replacing note cassettes, (2) loading cas-
settes, and (3) removing and replacing the
reject notes (as applicable). Information
conrcerning note handling and quality is-
sues are explained where appropriate.

Dispensing M echanisms

The RL5000-series ATM use a variety of
dispensing mechanisms. Depending upon
ATM modé, thedispensing mechanism may
hold one or more note cassettes. Thereject
collection method may use a reject com-
partment that isintegrated into the note cas-
sette, or a separate regject container. Cur-
rency capacity depends upon the dispenser
mechanisminstalledintheATM, butisaso
affected by note qudity and thickness. Typi-
cal capacitiesare provided in thefollowing

table:

Thedispensing mechanism deliversthe ap-
propriate number of notes from the note
cassette(s) to fulfill the customer’s with-
drawa request. The purpose of the reject
areaor vault isto accept and hold notesthat
have been transferred from the note
cassette(s) but not dispensed. Some situa
tionsthat could cause the mechanismto re-
ject notes are: (1) multiple notes stuck to-
gether and (2) note width too short or long.
Other conditions that could cause a reject
are described in the next section.

DONOT RECYCLE REJECTED

Doing so could causemor er g ects
and/or currencyjams.

Note Condition

If possible, storecurrency at room tempera-
ture for at least eight hours before dispens-
ing from the cassettes.

The number of rgjectscan bedirectly influ-
enced by thetechnique used to load the cas-
settesand the quality of thecurrency. Notes
loaded into the cassettes must be in “fit”
conditionif ahighlevel of performance (low
reject and failurerate) is expected from the
unit. “Fit” notes do not possess any of the
defectslisted here:

Used Note Defects

e Adhesive or “sticky” substances on
the surface of the paper.

e Tears extending more than 1/2" from
the edge of the currency.

e Tears, holes, or missing sectionsinthe
body of the currency.

«  Tape on the surface of the currency

used for repairing, patching or any other
purpose.

e Staples, pins, or any other foreign body
attached to the notes.

e Cornerfoldsof asizegreater than 1/2”
on either axis.

«  Two or more notes joined by any
means.

e Excessively crumpled or crinkled.
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New or Uncirculated Note Defects

*  Alltheconditionslisted for used notes.

e Excessivebowing dueto conditionsof
packing and storing.

«  New or uncirculated currency must be

“burgt” and fully separated prior to
loading into cassettes.

I ntroduction

Cassette and Day Close reports provide important information about the transac-
tions being performed by your ATM. Thisinformation helps you manage the ATM
moreeffectively.

The ATM’s close functions are accessed through the Management Function’s
Terminal Close Functionsmenu.

Cassette Close

The Cassette Close report shows current cassette activity, including total notes
dispensed and remaining and the total value of those notes, since the previous
Cassette Close was performed. This report can help you judge the volume of with-

drawal activity and plan cassette replenishment activities accordingly.

IMPORTANT
» Perform a Cassette Close before replenishing the currency in the cassette.

*  Performing aCassette Closewill reset the cassette activity totalsto zero (0). The
Enter Cassette Quantity valueisalsoreset to zero.

» After performing a Cassette Close and replenishing the cash in the cassette,
enter the total number of billsloaded in the cassette, using the Enter Cassette
Quantity function.

Itisveryimportant that you alwaysenter thisvalueafter performing a Cassette

(monetary) amount of notes remaining in the cassette after each withdrawal.

The Day Closereport showsthe cumulative value of all transactions (withdrawals,
transfers and balance inquiries) performed by the ATM since the previous Day
Close.

Perform aDay Close once each business day. Becausethe host processor also
performsabusiness-day closefor the ATM, you should performthe Day Close
at the sametime each day, at thetime specified by your host processor.

The Day Close report shows totals accumulated by the host processor during
the business day, as stated earlier. In some cases, the host processor can make
use of the totals recorded by the ATM. In these cases, you can provide ATM
totals to the host processor during the Day Close, using the Send Ter minal
Totalsfunction.

The details of each transaction are stored in the journal’s memory and can be re-
trieved at alater date. When needed, just theinformation desired can berecalled and
aprintout of the records made.

Old records are retained until 32,768 records have been stored, at which time, the
journa must be printed or cleared. (Error code151)

Normally, journal datais printed by the unit’s receipt printer, but with the optional

Triton Connect software package the information can be sent to a remote PC for
storage and subsequent analysis.

Introduction

Couponsaretypically used as apromotional incentive, offering a product, service,
or discount as an incentive for making withdrawalsfrom theATM. Suchincentives
aretypically referred to as” prizes’ or “awards.”

M essaging enablesthe store owner to personalize messagesto the customer. Typi-
cal messages are “Welcome” and “ Surcharge”.

Couponsaretriggered by the occurrence of either awithdrawal aboveacertain level
(Leve coupon), or as a random percentage (Random coupon) of al transactions
(withdrawals, balanceinquiries, or transfers), or both.

When triggered, the coupon is printed by the terminal at the conclusion of the
transaction. The information printed on the coupon will depend upon what you
previoudly entered as the coupon message. The Level and Random coupon mes-
sages do not have to be the same.

A notification screen appears on the ATM’s display to inform the customer that a
prize couponisprinting.

Messages are composed in the Management Functions to notify customers, ad-
vertize products, etc. Theoptionsare: 1) Welcome Message, 2) Store Message, 3)
Marketing Message, 4) Exit Message, 5) Terminal Owner Message, 6) Surcharge
Owner Message, and 7) News Ticker Message.

Configuring Coupon Awards

2 Warning
3 Criticd

Normal
Status codes in this category are the normal result of successful status checks. No
error condition exists. Normal operation will continue, and the status condition will

be logged to the electronic journal for historical purposes.

Warning
Status codes in this category may indicate a potentia problem, but are not serious
enough to prevent the ATM from continuing normal operation. Operation will con-
tinue; however, the error condition will be logged to the electronic journal for later

retrieval and analysis.

Critical
Status codesin this category are serious enough to prevent the ATM from continu-
ing normal operation.

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Error Recovery Procedures
Many error conditions require the assistance of a quaified service technician to
return the ATM to normal operation. But there are some actions that the end user
can perform to confirm the existence of aproblem or correct smpleproblems.

Table7-1, Status Codes/ Error Recovery Procedures, providesalist of statuscondi-
tions, most of which can causethe ATM toenter an“OUT OF SERVICE” condition.
Thetable, which spans pages 133 through 142, liststhe error codes, adescription of
each error message and provides a number reference to a recommended recovery
procedurethat is suitable for non-service personnel to perform. The recommended

recovery procedures themsalves are listed on pages 143 through 159.

NOTE: Thosestatusconditionsthat areconsidered NORMAL or WARN-
ING conditionshave N/A listed in the Recovery Procedur ecolumn.

Many of the proceduresdirect you to RESET the error inthe ATM asthefirst step.
Thisaction may be all that is necessary to clear the error indication. In other cases
further actions may be necessary. If necessary, you will be told to contact your
service provider.

It ispossible that more than one error condition exists. In these cases, after clearing
theoriginal error message adifferent error message may bedisplayed. Addresseach
error message according to the instructions given in Table 7-1, until al problems
have been corrected and the ATM has been restored to normal operation.

If an error condition is still present after performing the recommended recovery
actions, contact your service provider.

Clearing Terminal Status

Infollowing theerror recovery proceduresin Table 7-1, in most casesthefirst action
youwill performwill beto clear theerror status.

In some cases, if theterminal isreporting an error in a user-serviceable component
area, such asalow receipt paper or currency condition, you'll be directed to check

the areaand replace the recei pt paper, 1oad currency, or other actions as applicable.
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After performing theindicated action, you will attempt to clear the error status.

If the error condition continues to be reported, even after performing the action to
clear theerror status, thenarestart of theterminal may bewarranted. A restart action

Theeectroniclock combination consistsof six digits. Uponarrival, thecombination
of the lock should already be set at 1-2-3-4-5-6. After installation of the safe has

After each
keypress, thelock will beep. After thefinal digit has been entered, thelock will
beep twice and the open period will begin.
