• Among other things, the Order requires each state agency to develop
and maintain ongoing consultation with the Minnesota Tribal Nations
related to each area where the agency’s work intersects with
Minnesota Tribal Nations and,

• Must consider the input gathered from tribal consultation into
decision making processes with the goal of achieving mutually
beneficial solutions.
