The Office for Bombing Prevention (OBP) leads the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency’s (CISA) Counter 
Improvised Explosive Devices (C-IED) mission. To accomplish this mission, OBP delivers products and services that 
enhance national security by building public and private capabilities to deter, prevent and respond to bombing incidents. 

WHAT WE DO 
Support comprehensive C-IED assessments of the nation’s key resources and critical 
infrastructure, and collect, protect and share IED incident information and analysis with 
partners nationwide. 

Contribute directly to stakeholder infrastructure security, resilience capability and capacity 
enhancement. Enhance capabilities across the private and public sectors to assess and 
reduce vulnerabilities to critical infrastructure and mitigate bombing incidents. 

Develop, lead and coordinate C-IED policy, strategies, guidance and standards to improve 
infrastructure security and resilience. Coordinate the provision of expertise and guidance with 
strategy and policy entities across DHS, CISA and the interagency. 

Build C-IED security and resilience through proactive collaboration and sharing of information 
with stakeholders to ensure the promulgation of well-targeted and useful best practices and 
standards. 

Collaborate across the Federal Government to provide stakeholders comprehensive C-IED 
security and resilience resources to protect high-risk critical infrastructure and respond to 
elevated security threats and national incidents.

RESOURCES 
Assessments 
Comprehensive assessments that provide a clear understanding of local C-IED capabilities and the opportunity to 
collaboratively establish a path to capability enhancement. Unit Level Assessments focus on first responder specialty 
units who respond to suspected IED incidents. Community Level Assessments incorporate in-person interviews with local 
private and public representatives and focuses on C-IED Key Functions.  

Awareness Product Library 
A wide array of available brochures, cards, checklists, guides, job aids, posters and videos designed to share C-IED 
awareness information. 

Bomb-Making Materials Awareness Program  
A bombing prevention program focused on restricting access to explosive precursor chemicals, explosive powders, 
explosive target materials, associated components and delivery methods. 

Direct Delivery Training 
Diverse accredited curriculum designed to build C-IED core capabilities and enhance awareness, delivered by subject 
matter experts at your location or at the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Center for Domestic Preparedness. 

Empowered Trainer Program 
A Train-the-Trainer program designed to build the C-IED training capabilities of public and private stakeholders by 
providing trainers with the essential knowledge and support required to effectively deliver OBP’s C-IED and risk mitigation 
training in their local jurisdictions using accredited curriculum and learning management systems. 

Explosive Blast Modeling  
Customized assessments to reinforce protective measures through visualized three-dimensional models. Depicts 
potential structural damage and bodily injury to inform mitigation plans. 

Interagency Policy Coordination 
OBP serves as the deputy administrator of the federal interagency Joint Program Office for countering IEDs, which 
coordinates and tracks federal government progress in building national C-IED capabilities and works in close 
collaboration with the White House National Security Council. 

Online Training 
Diverse accredited curriculum developed for a broad audience delivered virtually by a live instructor or as self-paced web-
based courses. 

Technology Training Events  
Events designed to identify technology and training requirements for future development. Through realistic scenario-
based training opportunities, bomb technicians exercise challenging situations specific to special events or sensitive 
critical infrastructure.  

TRIPwire 
A secure information-sharing website for the Nation's security and emergency services professionals that serves as a 
powerful resource for timely and accurate C-IED information.  It houses the National C-IED Capabilities Analysis Database 
(NCCAD) and C-IED Operational Data Analytics (CODA) tool.
